3 Promoting action to improve IAQ
From interviews conducted with the three stakeholder groups (building owners / managers, product manufacturers and architects) about IAQ and their business related activities, it can be concluded that in general IAQ is not an issue that is actively taken into account. Even though almost all acknowledge the importance of IAQ in relation to health and comfort, most do not have a good understanding about why it is important. 
Emissions of chemicals and particles from construction products are not widely considered as a possible source of poor IAQ. To promote the development and use of low emitting products there needs to be a customer demand. This might be generated by improving client knowledge and a further step could be regulatory requirements. Your views are invited.
